Project Update





We reported in our last newsletter that in the last year of the project we are working with 3 Renfrewshire primary care teams testing a person centred emphasis to Holistic Needs Assessment using person centred tools (Concerns Checklist and Carers Support Needs assessment Tool) within a “standard response” for patients identified as having new or changing palliative care needs. Our next and FINAL ( newsletter will report highlights from our pilot.





Concerns Checklist Resource





As part of our work we have designed the electronic Concerns Checklist Resource (eCCR). This is a signposting and information tool designed support Holistic Needs Assessment by assisting health and social care professionals when helping people manage concerns they identify using the Concerns Checklist.  It contains information for professionals and more importantly self management resources for people. To ensure ease of navigation of the eCCR, links to internal (within document) and external resources are intuitive and easy to use regardless of ability to use electronic devises. This resource will assist with person centred care planning and is intended to be used openly with the person so that a collaborative approach can be taken in the search for a way forward with a particular problem. Pages can be printed that the person might find particularly helpful. As this resource continues to develop we will link in with NHS 24 and ALLIS who are working on a National Service Directory, and longer term we aim to have this resource available to the public as well as professionals.

Role out of the community palliative care kardex





The community palliative care kardex was designed within Renfrewshire CHP in 2011, in response to district nurses identifying a potential safety issue as the “direction to administer” sheet was not well suited for just in case prescribing.  The kardex was piloted initially in Renfrewshire and further tested in East Renfrewshire and West Dunbartonshire.  The evidence from these areas proved overwhelmingly that the kardex was the way forward, with practitioners stating it provided a much clearer and complete record of all medications used, it is easy to see how much medication the patient had been given, it is clear and easy to use for prescribers and there is less scope for errors.





The community palliative care kardex was rolled out across GGC health board area as from the 13 June 2016. 


To support the GGC roll out training sessions for community nurses have been held in all HSCP and information has been sent out directly to each GP practice.
