Project update








As we enter the last year of the project we will work with 3 Renfrewshire primary care teams. A person centred emphasis and tools will be used to allow a “standard response” to patients identified as having new or changing palliative care needs. We will test this approach as part of existing Gold Standards Framework Scotland within GP practices. This will allow teams to refresh and enhance the current multidisciplinary team Gold Standards approach by facilitating communication and co-ordination of care... more about this as the pilot progresses.





The team have been involved in a lot of initiatives over the last few months including the roll out of the Guidance for Person Centred Care in the Last Stages of Life, T34 competency framework and trainings and the updating of the Community Palliative Care Kardex in preparation for the NHS GGC roll out.





Work continues on the “map” an electronic signposting information system and the patient” be prepared pack”.





We continue to support training with the circulation of the palliative care training calendar every 3 months and providing some local trainings e.g. RNVOED and Tea & Topic.

CME T34 LEARNPRO DRUG CALCULATIONS 





As part of the CME T34 competency framework for all registered nurses across NHS GGC,  nurses  must attend a CME T 34 training day every 3 years, complete the learn pro drug calculations module and be assessed and signed off by a local assessor.





The learn pro drug calculations module is now accessible; you will find it under “linked assessments” on the system.  The pass rate is 100%. Once you have achieved this you will be required to print out a copy of your certificate to share with your assessor. Good Luck!
