Electronic Key Information Summary (eKIS)


An article was published in Augusts Scottish Medical Journal reporting on an evaluation of the impact of eKIS on OOH clinicians in Scotland. The eKIS is one of the first national shared electronic records enabling GPs to share information with unscheduled care providers. The evaluation found that patients willingly consent to share their data and that the patients who are benefiting include those with palliative, complex or multiple conditions. OOH clinicians would welcome more eKIS and wider sharing.





One of the author’s suggestions for improving eKIS was widening the access, particularly to community nurses.





Please note that community nurses now have access to eKIS via clinical portal, so we can see what our GP colleagues are recording and for whom. 


Can you think of someone who would benefit from an eKIS? 


Do you know some vital information for OOHs staff about a patient’s social care and support structures, how to access their premises, JiC box (where it’s kept!), PoA or their wishes for future care that should be in the special notes? 


Bet you can and do.....so lets start talking to our GP colleagues and influence the content of eKIS to ensure the best possible care for our patients and to support the decision making or our colleagues in the out of hours.
